COMPETITION: All participants must present a valid Adams State College photo I.D.

Center gym on Tuesday, 17 November 2009 starting at 7 PM & concluding??

LOCATION: Rex Activity Center gym

RULES: Each contestant will shoot 25 shots; 5 shots from 5 spots each. The top three
contestants from each category with the most baskets made (out of 25) will advance to
the final round. In the event of a tie in this round, all players with similar top scores will
advance. These contestants will shoot 25 shots again. The contestant with the most
made baskets will be declared the winner. In the event of a tie in the final round, there
will be a 5-shot shoot-off on the same night until a winner is determined.

UNIFORMS: Uniforms are not required for this tournament.
RESCHEDULING: Rescheduling will not be allowed for this event.
EQUIPMENT: The Recreational Sports Office will provide all equipment.
AWARDS: Gift cards will be awarded to the men’s and women'’s champions.
